What to Bring List

*As you pack, please note the CHBC clothing guidelines on the Dress Code page*
1) Plenty of casual clothes - shorts, t-shirts, etc. 

*Students can wear shorts and t-shirts to all of the services.  If you want to bring jeans or pants for the evenings, that is fine, but long pants are not required at our services.  

2) Several pairs of shoes:  a good pair of tennis shoes or activity shoes (there’ll be a lot of walking, etc.)

3) Don’t forget plenty of socks & underwear, etc.!

4) Bring at least 1 set of clothes you don’t mind getting messy/dirty during our rec times.

5) Toiletries & personal items, including soap, shampoo etc.   (Make sure you bring your toothbrush!!) 

6) Towel(s) - at least 1 for the showers and 1 for the swimming area.

7) Swimsuit (Please note the swimsuit guidelines listed on the back of this list)

8) Sleeping bag & pillow or sheets/blanket for a twin bed.  

9) Hat/Ball-cap & Sunscreen (Even if you tan well!)
10) Spending money (for snacks, t-shirts/items in the camp gift shop; you’ll also have the opportunity to purchase a DVD of our camp experience for $10 and a camp picture for several dollars.)  Please also note the extra activities which Timberline offers this year—you may want to bring some extra money for these activities. 

11) Your Bible and something to write with - you may also want to bring a notebook.

12) A great attitude!

Info on Medications:  

Parents, if you have questions about your student’s medications they need to bring to camp, please contact Nathan or visit with our camp nurse, Lori Siany or Lori Ross (registered RN’s), at the parent/camper meeting.  All medications must be brought in their original container.
What Not to Bring
Any alcohol, illegal drugs, tobacco products, fireworks, weapons (including knives) etc...

Please don’t bring any personal technology items:  game items, I-Pods, cell phones, portable TVs, lap top computers, etc.   None of these will be allowed on the bus either!
Any and all lost and found will be available the first week after camp.  After that it is disposed of.
