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CHBC Summer Dress Code

Girls:
Swimsuits:

- no bikinis

- tankinis are fine as long as there is only 2 FULL finger widths of tummy showing

- tankinis must have a full back…no cut outs please

- if all you have is a bikini please wear a DARK colored shirt over your swimsuit…wearing a    white shirt kind of defeats the purpose!

Shorts:

- shorts need to be fingertip length…not fist, not relaxed fingers…FULL fingertip length

- cotton cheer shorts need to follow the same rules…if this means you can’t roll them up then DON’T ROLL THEM UP!

- skirts/dresses need to follow the same rules as the shorts…if you are wearing a short skirt and you sit on the front row any speaker will be able to see your unmentionables!

Shirts:

- shirts/dresses need to be 2-3 FULL finger lengths wide

- no spaghetti straps … camp rules do not allow these three –
- no halter tops … too much chance of you losing your top during rec!!!
- no tube tops… Same principal applies at church!
- shirts MUST cover your entire tummy when your arms are lifted up…please remember that lifting your arms while worshipping is great, but the boys around you won’t be able to worship if all they are seeing is your tummy!

- no alcohol, drugs, or inappropriate content on the shirt please.

Boys:

Shorts:

- WE DON’T WANT TO SEE YOUR UNDERWEAR!  Pull up your pants or wear something different that covers your underpants!!!!!

- Please think about the holes in your pants…if we can see your underwear, then wear something else.  Basically, if there are holes in your pants above the knees they are probably inappropriate.

Shirts:

- If you are going to wear a shirt with the entire side cut out, then PLEASE WEAR AN UNDERSHIRT!!!

- no alcohol, drugs, or inappropriate content on the shirt please

Swimsuits:

- Look boys, it’s great that you’ve worked hard to get your 6-pack, but beyond that we don’t really need to see anything else.  PULL UP THE SWIM SHORTS OR DON’T WEAR THEM.  We don’t want to see your underwear or your pelvic bones, so PULL THEM UP!

- If your swim shorts are so low that we can see more of you than we want to then you will be asked to either change, leave the swimming area, or put on a shirt.
